Day 1 Saturday 24 Sept (Dinner in New York)
Morning: We meet at Melbourne International Airport for our Qantas Airlines flight to LA & New York. On arrival in New York we will be transferred to our hotel.

Matinee: Show 6 MILLION DOLLAR QUARTET
Evening: Top of the Rock. After dinner we will see the lights of New York from the Observation Deck on the 70th floor of the Rockefeller Center in the heart of midtown Manhattan. This is our opportunity to truly see the City of New York sparkle. A night walk down 5th Avenue including a chance to do you last minute shopping in Times Square.

Day 9 Sunday 2 Oct (Breakfast)
Hotel check out. We then depart by private charter coach for an exciting full day tour of New York City.
Morning: Lower East Side Tenement Museum 

This "living history" apartment is based on the Sephardic-Jewish Confino Family from Kastoria.
